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SOUTH RIBBLE SCOUT DISTRICT 

A World Scout Jamboree, (WSJ), takes place every four years in a different country each time. These events are International Scouting at its very best. The last WSJ took place at Hylands Park in Essex during the Centenary Year and was attended by over 40,000 Participants, Leaders and International Service Team (IST) members. There were also over 50,000 day visitors during the event, including HRH Prince William and the King of Sweden.

The 22nd World Scout Jamboree will take place near the town of Kristianstad in southern Sweden in the summer of 2011 and will have a theme of ‘Simply Scouting’.
The UK Contingent to the Sweden Jamboree will be made up of about 85 Jamboree Units, Support Staff and IST members totalling 4,000 people. West Lancashire will send a Jamboree Unit consisting of 36 Young People and 4 Leaders. Following the pattern of previous Jamborees the eight Districts within West Lancs will each be allocated a number of places. South Ribble will be organising a selection event to choose the young people to represent the District.

Although the summer of 2011 seems a long way off we need to be selecting our Participants soon as there will be a number of training weekends for the West Lancashire Jamboree Unit and Participants will need to raise funds for the event.
Participants

A participant at the WSJ, (current Scouts and Explorer Scouts) must have turned 14 years of age, but not turned 18 years at the start of the camp. So they must have been born between 25 July 1993 and 27 July 1997. These are the requirements as specified by the World Organization of the Scout Movement (WOSM), they are not determined by the UK. As such they are not open to negotiation.
The young people who apply for selection should be aware of the time commitment required by a member of the Jamboree Unit. Being part of a World Jamboree Unit will be great fun and will be a life changing experience but with that comes a level of responsibility and dedication from the young people selected. It is important that they realise from the start that if selected they will be expected to attend meetings, training weekends, fundraising events, give presentations etc.
