You might need to practice making a wound beforehand to make it look right. But even if it isn’t perfect, they will still appreciate it.
Make a Fake Wound
Materials:
1. Vaseline 
1. Plain flour
1. Red food colouring or face paint
1. cocoa powder for colour if you wish 
1. toilet paper to add texture but not needed
1. any other things from around the house to make your wound look the best  
Directions
1. Mix together a Dab of each of the top 2 ingredients to make it workable and sticky enough to stick to your skin.
1. Add a little cocoa powder mix to make it a darker if needed but the face paints now come in to create your own wound add toilet paper, to create texture.
Or you can add anything you want to make it more creative get creative Cubs we cant wait to see what you come up with  
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
